Licence Fees

All users of our facilities enter into a licence agreement with the Wardens of the Parish, and are required to
provide their own Public Liability Insurance as part of this agreement.

"One-Off” Events

These are defined as a one-off event, and are not repeated. An allowance of 10 minutes prior to and after
usage for setting up and packing up. That equates to an additional 20 minutes of usage included within the
rate of the first hour. Usage that extends beyond this will be charged at the rate below. A bond of $500.00 is

required for all “one-off” events.
